Through the network this site has built, of which I am a member. My concern  is the seemingly inconsistent and unfair application. Of the decision making process used by the Department for Work & Pensions here.

Even those who have a CD4 count of less than 100 and are therefore categorised as “progressed to AIDS”. Are having their benefits cut.  Some who have higher CD4 counts are being awarded the “Higher Rate”.  CD4 being a measure of how well the immune system is functioning.  With a healthy person having a CD4 count of 800+.

As my Member of Parliament I expect you to raise & support me.  I doubt I am the only disabled person who has brought this to your attention. This is and will cause a burden for cash strapped local councils & the NHS ongoing.

I eagerly await your comments and how you plan to deal with this issue.
